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WHEREAS, the safety of all Pennsylvania school students is a concern of the
highest consequence, and all highway users should unite in the safe sharing of
roadways throughout the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania; and
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WHEREAS, school bus drivers dutifully transported more than 1.4 million

school
students to and from school daily across the Commonwealth last year; and
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WHEREAS, The Commonwealth's nearly 43,000 licensed school bus drivers
traveled nearly 412 million miles last school year; and
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WHEREAS, it is especially important that Pennsylvanians be
aware of school buses on the streets and highways and recognize the importance of
staying alert, being vigilant of students loading onto and unloading from stopped
school buses, practicing safe driving techniques, and obeying existing traffic laws to
protect the safety of our school-aged children.
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THEREFORE, I, Josh Shapiro, Governor of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,
